Contractors

Health and safety requirements relating to work being carried out by an appointed contractor will be proportionate to the scale of work and level of the risk involved.

As a minimum the WVHMC will satisfy itself that the contractor it proposes to appoint is suitably competent and experienced for the type of work being undertaken. This may include formal certification or accreditation for the of the company and/or its employees for certain works for example, electrical works, or works in the highway.

Businesses employing five or more people will be required to have a formal health and safety policy, and recorded risk assessment.
